Dear Colleague,

Hope you are in receipt of the first circular issued by me informing you of the forthcoming Thirty
Second Annual Session of the South Indian History Congress. The Department of Indian
History, University of Madras, Tholkappiar Valagam, Chepauk, Chennai — 600 005 is hosting the
Congress this year. The Congress will be held during 3-5, February, 2012. It gives me great pleasure
in extending a cordial invitation to you to participate in the proceedings of the Chennai Session.

CITY OF CHENNAI

Chennai, South India’s first city and capital of Tamil Nadu is a well known Metropolis in India.
Mylapore in Chennai finds place in Ptolemy’s geography. Tiruvallikkeni, Mylapore and St. Thomas
Mount are some of the centres well known for their socio-political, religious and cultural activities.
Trade rivalries at Masulipatnam along the East coast brought Francis Day of the English East India
Company to a village called Madraspatnam. Despite its shortcomings as a trading port, he selected
the site charmed by its rivers and the hospitality of the local Nayak. In course of time, Chennai
became the British bastion in the South and the base for further expansion in the Country. From
humble beginnings in 1639, the village at Madraspatnam grew with the inclusion of many old villages.
Over the last 372 years it has grown from a fisherman’s hamlet into a large metropolis.

DEPARTMENT OF INDIAN HISTORY, UNIVERSITY OF MADRAS

The Department of Indian History, University of Madras, founded in 1914, has not only taught
History for about hundred years but has made history as well. The services of stalwarts like
Dr. S. Krishnaswamy Aiyangar, Prof. P.T. Srinivasa Aiyangar, Prof. V.R. Ramachandra Dikshithar,
Prof. K. A. Nilakanta Sastri, Dr. K.K. Pillay, Dr. M. Arokiaswami, Dr. C.E. Ramachandran and
Dr. P. Jagadeesan will be remembered as long as history is taught in our Universities. Their researches
in South Indian History, especially the History of Tamil Nadu, have added new dimensions to the
study of the History of Tamil county and culture, and have given leads for further research.
